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Sumter County Physicians May Apply For Health Care Recovery Grants

ATLANTA — The medical community in Sumter County has been granted the
opportunity to apply for emergency funding by the American Medical Association
(AMA) Foundation, following an appeal from The Medical Association of Georgia
(MAG). Last week’s appea from MAG was approved by the AMA Foundation Board of
Directors, who voted to activate the fund so that disaster relief grants of up to $2,500
would be available for physicians whose practices were affected by the recent tornadoes
in Sumter County, Georgia.

In an effort to bring much-needed aid to the community’ s physicians and Sumter
Regional Hospital in the wake of the March 1-2 tornadoes, the physician leadership of
MAG lobbied for grants from the AMA Foundation’s Health Care Recovery Fund. The
fund, first established for physicians rebuilding their practices after Hurricanes Katrina
and Rita, is available to physicians affected by future natural or man-made disasters. The
medical community in Sumter County isthe first to receive aid from the reopened Health
Care Recovery Fund since the 2005 hurricanes.

“MAG will continue our efforts to support our colleagues in our home state and we will
continue to advocate for the patient. During times of disaster, the medica community
has the ability to overcome hardships and remain focused on patient care,” saysDr. S.
William Clark 111, MAG President. “The physiciansin Sumter County can only do it
with our help and the help of their colleagues across the nation.”
