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Physician Leaders to Lobby Congress for  PeachCare Funding 
 
 

ATLANTA – The Medical Association of Georgia (MAG) is actively lobbying Congress 
for funding to keep PeachCare afloat.  Dr. S. William Clark III, MAG President, a 
Waycross ophthalmologist; Dr. Jack Chapman, MAG President-Elect, a Gainesville 
ophthalmologist; and David Cook, MAG Executive Director, will meet with members of 
Georgia’s Congressional Delegation on February 13 and 14 in Washington, D.C.

(SCHIP) that threaten the continuation of the program past March.  
 
“This is an immediate threat to the continuity of care for our patients. Our number one 
priority is and always will be our patients. Georgia’s children need access to health care,”  
says Clark.  “ I am hopeful the unified voice of Georgia’s physicians will resound greatly 
with our Congressional leaders. Here in Georgia, MAG is lobbying the state legislature to 
do what it can to prevent an immediate collapse of the program.”  
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
